2. The senior player must have an overall grade point average of 3.0 or higher after the fall semester

of his senior year.

3. The senior player must plan to attend a two or four year school after graduation from RRHS.

4. The senior player must complete the RRHSBaseball Booster Club 2012 Scholarship Application and

submit to the RRHSMain Office by the deadline date.

5. The senior player's parent(s) or guardian(s) must be a member of the RRHSBaseball Booster Club

for the 2011-12 school year.
6. The senior player's parent(s) or guardian(s) must have demonstrated active participation in the

RRHSBaseball Booster Club activities.

DEADLINE: The RRHS Baseball Booster Club 2012 Scholarship Application must be turned in by

Monday, March 19th, 2012 to Ms. Tori Brady, Administrative Assistant, RRHS Main Office.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:
• Scholarships are valid for two years from the date of the award. If not used within two years, the recipient forfeits the

scholarship in its entirety.

• The Scholarship Committee is comprised of non-senior RRHSBaseball Booster Club parents who will review and rate

the submitted scholarship applications.

• Scholarships will be awarded at the RRHSSenior Awards Assembly.
